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I. INDIGENOUS PEOPLES’ KEY PROPOSALS TO BE CONSIDERED IN THE NEGOTIATION PROCESS

1. Recognize the rights of indigenous peoples consistent with the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, including the right to self-determination; lands; territories and all resources; free, prior and informed consent; traditional knowledge and sustainable livelihoods; benefit-sharing, as well as other relevant international human rights norms and standards.

2. Ensure the full and effective participation of indigenous peoples in all mechanisms, bodies and procedures established under the UNFCCC, including mitigation, adaptation, finance, MRV and technology transfer.

3. Recognize and protect indigenous knowledge and cultural heritage, innovations, technologies, traditional cultural expressions, indigenous peoples’ spiritual beliefs.

4. Ensure direct and immediate access of indigenous peoples to finance, appropriate technologies and capacity-building.

5. Recognize and visualize the status of vulnerability of all indigenous peoples, including those in developing and developed countries, in all climate change-related issues.

6. Ensure the perspective of gender and inter-generational equity (children, women, youth and elderly) in all negotiation texts.

I. SPECIFIC PROPOSALS THAT MUST BE TAKEN INTO ACCOUNT IN EACH BUILDIND BLOCKS OF THE NEGOTIATION PROCESS
1. SHARED VISON

a) Parties shall pledge to respect international human rights norms and standards which establish moral and legal obligations to protect and promote the full enjoyment of indigenous peoples rights in all issues related to climate change, including rights to lands, territories and resources, their traditional knowledge and their free, prior and informed consent, consistent with the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (DNUDPP), as well as to ensure their full and effective participation at the global, national, regional and local levels.

b) Parties shall support the target to establish the concentrations of green house gases to 300ppm.

c) Parties shall commit to the global goal of preventing mean earth temperature from rising more than 1º Celsius.

2. CAPACITY-BUILDING

a) Ensure the capacity-building of indigenous peoples.

b) Recognize and respect indigenous peoples’ heritage, knowledge, spiritual beliefs and traditional cultural expressions.

c) Implement capacity-building activities based on the culture and priorities of indigenous peoples.
3. TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER

a) Indigenous traditional knowledge, technologies and innovations must be recognized, including the protection of heritage and intellectual property rights.

b) Technology transfer must be in harmony with Mother Earth, culture and practices of indigenous peoples.

c) Ensure direct and immediate access of indigenous peoples to appropriate technologies, defined and consistent with indigenous culture and cosmovision.

d) Technology transfer to indigenous peoples shall be subject to their free, prior and informed consent, consistent with international human rights norms and standards.

e) Ensure full and effective participation of indigenous peoples in the developing of technology mechanisms.

f) Refuse geo-engineering technologies as it constitutes false solutions to climate mitigation.

4. FINANCE

a) Ensure direct and immediate access of indigenous peoples to finance through the establishment of a fund dedicated to address the priority needs of indigenous peoples.

b) Fund governance mechanisms must be directly under the guidance of the COP with transparency and accountability.

c) Finance shall be based on public funds with new resources and be additional to development cooperation aid.

d) Finance management shall ensure the implementation of cultural, social and environmental safeguards.

e) Finance shall reach not only the hands of national governments, but also indigenous peoples, local communities and other vulnerable groups.
5. MONITORING, REPORTING and VERIFICATION (MRV)

a) Ensure capacity-building and the full and effective participation of indigenous peoples in MRV.

b) MRV implementation should include cultural, social and environmental safeguards, including human rights, benefit-sharing, technology transfer and development, finance and REDD+

c) Indigenous peoples shall have the opportunity to develop and present their own parallel reports on REDD+ and other climate change-related activities.

d) Ensure measures to address and redress damages in MRV.

6. MITIGATION

a) Ensure the full and effective participation of indigenous peoples in policies and programs for NAMAs, including the free, prior and informed consent.

b) Recognize the crucial role of indigenous peoples for the maintenance and adaptation of ecosystems.

c) All mitigation actions shall ensure the intrinsic rights of indigenous peoples to lands, territories and resources.

d) Ensure the right to benefit-sharing.

e) Take into account food security and sovereignty.

7. ADAPTATION

a) Respect the free, prior and informed consent in all adaptation measures and actions, consistent with the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.

b) Ensure access and full and effective participation in the Adaptation Fund and Advisory Board.

c) Ensure respect, protection and promotion of indigenous peoples’ traditional knowledge and sustainable livelihoods.

d) Develop and implement policies and measures to ensure the sustainability and adaptation of traditional agricultures and traditional food systems.

e) Ensure direct access to funds and to all forms of support to address the impacts of disasters and the adaptation to them.
8. REDD
a) Ensure the recognition of rights to self-determination, lands, territories and resources and free, prior and informed consent, consistent with the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, including traditional livelihoods, forest customary governance, demarcation, titling and land tenure of indigenous peoples’ lands.

b) Include indigenous peoples’ social and cultural safeguards.

c) Support the development of indigenous peoples’ capacity-building, including finance for their initiatives.

d) Include subnational implementation where necessary.

e) Ensure the full and effective participation of indigenous peoples in all processes and mechanisms related to REDD+.

f) Ensure benefit-sharing.

g) The launching of the REDD readiness phase must be based on the inclusion and clear commitment for the implementation of the aforementioned key elements.

h) Positive Incentive tools for forest actions (REDD) shall not be financed by market-based mechanisms or subject to be used in carbon offsetting in order to guarantee the full enjoyment of indigenous rights and the effectiveness of complementary mitigation actions in forests.
9. KYOTO PROTOCOL:

a) Target aggregate GHG emissions of developed country parties must be by 50% from 1990 by 2017, and at least 95% by 2050 from 1990.

b) Parties must deliver a legally binding outcome in the form of an amendment to the Kyoto Protocol for the further commitment period 2013-2020, for Annex I Parties.
c) Support alternatives to carbon market-based mechanisms for mitigation and adaptation. Any binding agreement must support a fund-based approach.

d) Avoid any attempt to merge AWG-LCA and AWG-KP, and the AWG-KP must continue its work for further commitment periods for Annex I Parties in the future.

e) During the negotiation process of the second commitment period of the Kyoto Protocol, measures ensuring full and effective participation of Indigenous Peoples shall be established.

f) All outcomes of the Kyoto Protocol must recognize the rights of indigenous peoples, consistent with the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.
g) Request the establishment of an Indigenous Peoples Expert Group on the Kyoto Protocol, during the negotiations for the second commitment period.

h) The principles and criteria of LULUCF must recognize the traditional knowledge of indigenous peoples and their rights over their forests in developed countries and developing countries.

i) Solve the concerns on the loopholes in Land Use, Land Use Change and Forestry (LULUCF), such as the non-accounting of emissions.
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
